CONCLUZII

ROM Scopul proiectului bilateral constd in dimensionarea impactului pandemiei Covid-19
asupra performantelor IMM-urilor din sectorul agroalimentar in regiunile Gaziantep si Chisinau, in
vederea formularii unor recomandari, care vor contribui la rezilienta si consolidarea acestui sector.
In cadrul studiului a fost chestionat un esantion de 120 IMM-uri din sectorul agroalimentar
autohton. Chestionarele adresate atdt managerilor, cat si angajatilor din sectorul IMM au fost
distribuite prin intermediul Camerei de Comert si Industrie a Republicii Moldova. Ulterior, datele
colectate au fost supuse unei analize prin intermediul softurilor econometrice, comparandu-se datele
colectate cu cele obtinute de catre partenerii din Turcia. Rezultatele finale ne-au permis sa venim cu
recomandari concrete asupra productivitatii, eficientei si competitivitatii IMM-urilor din cele doua
regiuni alese pentru studiu.

Rezultatele acestui proiect contribuie la rezilienta sectorului IMM-urilor autohtone de pe
urma pandemiei Covid-19, precum si in fata multiplelor crize suprapuse care au urmat. Fiind un
proiect aplicativ din gama ,,de la laborator spre piatd” acesta are un puternic impact atat la nivel
micro, cat si la nivel macro.

Impactul la nivel micro al acestui proiect va ajuta IMM-urile incluse in cercetare sa isi
sporeasca performantele si rezilienta fatd de crizele suprapuse din aceasta perioada. Impactul la nivel
national al proiectului va ajuta factorii de decizie sd Tmbunatateasca documentele de politici,
adresate sustinerii si dezvoltarii sectorului IMM. Concomitent, impactul proiectului pentru
cooperarea bilaterala dintre cele doud Universitati partenere s-a soldat cu publicatii internationale
comune si semnarea acordurilor de colaborare in vederea consolidarii parteneriatelor stabilite.

ENG The aim of the bilateral project is to measure the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on
the performance of SMEs in the agrifood sector in the regions of Gaziantep and Chisinau, in order to
formulate recommendations that will contribute to the resilience and consolidation of this sector. A
sample of 120 SMEs from the national agrifood sector was included in the research. The
questionnaires addressed to both managers and employees from the SMEs sector were distributed
through the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Republic of Moldova.  Afterwards, the
collected data were subjected to an analysis through a set of programs, comparing the collected data
with those obtained by the partners in Turkey. The results allowed us to come up with
recommendations on the productivity, efficiency and competitiveness of SMEs in the two regions
chosen for the study.

The results of this project contribute to the resilience of the SMEs sector following the
Covid-19 pandemic and against the multiple overlapping crises that followed. Being an applicative
project "from the laboratory to the market" it has a strong impact both at the micro and macro level.
The micro-level impact of this project will help the SMEs included in the research to increase the
performance and resilience against the backdrop of the overlapping crisis.

At national level the impact of the project will help decision-makers to improve policy
documents, addressed to the support and development of the SMEs sector. At the same time, the
impact of the project for the bilateral cooperation between the two partner Universities resulted in
joint international publications and the signing of collaboration agreements in order to strengthen the
partnerships.
