Rezumatul activitatii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect in limba romina (Anexa nr. 1)

A fost realizat un vast program de cercetare si documentare a patrimoniului muzeal national, au
efectuat investigatii arheologice, numismatice, documentare si a obiectelor de arta in arhive,
institutii stiintifice si muzeale din tara si din strdinatate (Republica Moldova, Romania, Polonia,
Germania, Federatia Rusa, Ucraina, Italia, Georgia).

Cercetatorii au participat la 12 expeditii arheologice din tara si de peste hotare.

A fost reabilitat si reorganizat depozitul central al MNIM pentru pastrarea colectiilor arheologice.
Au fost preparate 110 de probe de la piese de patrimoniu arheologic din metal pentru realizarea
expertizei spectrale (XRF); a fost creat si administrat in Internet profilul MNIM cu modele 3D a
obiectelor de patrimoniu national; scanate peste 2000 de documente.

Au fost documentate stiintific si inventariate prin crearea de fise analitice pentru 4411 de piese
patrimoniu national.

Au fost clasate in categoria Tezaur national 1208 bunuri culturale cu valoare arheologica,
numismatica si istorico-documentara din patrimoniul muzeal.

Patrimoniul MNIM a fost completat cu 3532 de noi exponate, majoritatea dintre care fiind
susceptibile pentru clasare, dar si pentru includere in Fondul comun al Patrimoniului National
Mobil.

Au fost organizate si vernisate 36 de expozitii tematice (nationale si internationale) si 35 mini-
expozitii din seria Exponatul lunii.

Membrii proiectului au organizat 19 manifestiri stiintifice (conferinte, simpozioane, mese
rotunde, colocvii), inclusiv, 7 internationale, 8 nationale cu participare internationald si 4
nationale.

Membrii echipei au participat cu 239 de comuniciri si postere la peste 195 de manifestari
stiintifice, inclusiv: 75 (31 %) peste hotare (Romania, Georgia, Bulgaria Italia, Ungaria, Ucraina,
Austria, Polonia, Azerbaidjan, Armenia), 76 (31 %) internationale in Republica Moldova, 52
(21%) nationale cu participare internationald si 36 (15%) nationale.

Rezultatele cercetarii au fost incluse in circuitul stiintific prin publicarea a 13 monografii (cca
200 c.a.), inclusiv 1 internationald; 2 capitole in monografii nationale/internationale (cca 14.25
c.a.); 5 culegeri de articole (cca 43 c.a.), materiale ale conferintelor nationale/internationale;
231 de articole (cca 193 c.a.), inclusiv, 28 (cca 25,75 c.a.) in reviste din bazele de date Web of
Science si SCOPUS; 23 (cca 20,3 c.a.) in alte reviste din strainatate recunoscute; 73 (cca 63,85
c.a.) in reviste din Registrul National al revistelor de profil (Categoria B); 9 (cca 6,5 c.a.) articole
din alte reviste neacreditate; 13 (cca 9,4 c.a.) in culegeri de lucrari stiintifice editate peste hotare;
52 (cca 44,17 c.a.) in culegeri de lucrari stiintifice editate in Republica Moldova; 33 (cca 23,6
c.a.) in lucrarile conferintelor stiintifice internationale (18 peste hotare); 182 (cca 18,2 c.a.) de
teze in rezumatele conferintelor stiintifice ( 26 (14%) internationale peste hotare, 85 (47%)
internationale In RM, 59 (31%) cu participare internationald si 15 (8%) nationale.

Au fost publicate 8 numere ale revistei Tyragetia (categoria B), cu peste 180 de studii (cca 60
c.a. - membrii proiectului), articole si recenzii din tara si peste hotare (Roméania, Belarus,
Germania, Ucraina etc. In total au fost publicate 429 de lucriri, cu un volum de cca 400 c.a.
In cadrul proiectului de cercetare au fost sustinute 2 teze de doctor in istorie si o tezd doctor
habilitat.

Au fost acordate peste 40 de asistente de specialitate si realizate peste 80 de emisiuni radio/TV
de popularizare a stiintei si promovare a rezultatelor cercetarilor obtinute in proiect.

Pentru rezultate obtinute in cadrul realizarii proiectului, cercetatorii au fost distinsi cu peste 30
de diplome de onoare, medalii, titluri stiintifice etc.



5. Summary of activities and results obtained within the project, in English (Appendix no.

1)

An extensive program of research and documentation of the national museum heritage was
carried out, archaeological, numismatic, documentary and art object investigations were
conducted in archives, scientific and museum institutions of the country and abroad (Republic
of Moldova, Romania, Poland, Germany, Russian Federation, Ukraine, Italy, Georgia).
Researchers participated in 12 archaeological expeditions in the country and abroad.

The NMHM's central storage facility for keeping archaeological collections has been
rehabilitated and reorganized.

110 samples of metal archaeological heritage pieces were prepared for spectral examination
(XRF); the NMHM profile with 3D models of national heritage objects was created and
administered on the Internet; more than 2000 documents were scanned.

4411 pieces of national heritage were scientifically documented and inventoried by creating
analytical cards.

1208 cultural goods of archaeological, numismatic and historical-documentary value from the
museum collections were classified as “National Treasure”.

The NMHM's collections were enriched with 3,532 new exhibits, most of which are subject
to classification, as well as inclusion in the Common Fund of Mobile National Heritage.

36 thematic exhibitions (national and international) and 35 mini-exhibitions from the
Exhibit of the Month series were organized and opened.

The members of the project organized 19 scientific events (conferences, symposia, round
tables, colloquiums), including 7 international, 8 national with international participation and
4 national.

Team members participated with 239 communications and posters at over 195 scientific
events, including: 75 (31%) abroad (Romania, Georgia, Bulgaria, Italy, Hungary, Ukraine,
Austria, Poland, Azerbaijan, Armenia), 76 ( 31%) international in the Republic of Moldova,
52 (21%) national with international participation and 36 (15%) national.

The research results were included in the scientific circuit through the publication of 13
monographs (approx. 200 author’s sheets), including international one; 2 chapters in
national/international monographs (approx. 14.25 author’s sheets); 5 collections of
articles (approx. 43 author’s sheets), proceedings of national/international conferences; 231
articles (approx. 193 author’s sheets), including, 28 (approx. 25.75 author’s sheets) in
journals from the Web of Science and SCOPUS databases; 23 (approx. 20.3 author’s sheets)
in other recognized foreign journals; 73 (approx. 63.85 author’s sheets) in magazines from
the National Register of professional magazines (Category B); 9 (approx. 6.5 author’s sheets)
articles in other non-accredited journals; 13 (approx. 9.4 author’s sheets) in collections of
scientific works published abroad; 52 (approx. 44.17 author’s sheets) in collections of
scientific works published in the Republic of Moldova; 33 (approx. 23.6 author’s sheets) in
the proceedings of international scientific conferences (18 abroad); 182 (approx. 18.2
author’s sheets) summaries in collections of abstracts of scientific conferences (26 (14%)
international abroad, 85 (47%) international in the Republic of Moldova, 59 (31%) with
international participation and 15 (8%) national ones).

8 issues of the Tyragetia journal (category B) were published, with over 180 studies (approx.
60 author’s sheets of project members), articles and reviews from the country and abroad
(Romania, Belarus, Germany, Ukraine, etc.). In total, 429 works were published, with a
volume of about 400 author’s sheets.

Within the research project, 2 doctoral theses in history and one habilitation doctoral thesis
were defended.

More than 40 specialized assistances were provided and more than 80 radio/TV broadcasts
were conducted to popularize science and promote the research results obtained within the
project.
