Scopul principal al etapei 2025 este de a fundamenta fenomenul de spilare verde
(greenwashing) in contextul securititii alimentare durabile.

Obiectivele etapei 2025 (obligatoriu).

1. Dezvoltarea conceptului de spélare verde (greenwashing) prin analiza literaturii de
specialitate.

2. Explorarea conceptului de securitate alimentard si sigurantd alimentard in contextul spalarii
Verzi

In etapa anului 2025, activititile proiectului s-au concentrat pe analiza conceptual si aplicata a
fenomenului de greenwashing in relatie cu securitatea alimentara si dezvoltarea durabild in Republica
Moldova. Principalele rezultate ale etapei sunt:

A fost realizatd o cercetare extinsd privind definirea, caracteristicile si manifestarile
fenomenului de greenwashing, cu accent pe sectorul agroalimentar. Studiul a evidentiat proliferarea
practicilor de comunicare inselédtoare in contextul cresterii cererii pentru produse sustenabile, precum
si principalele cauze structurale care favorizeaza aparitia acestora.

Analiza conceptuald a securititii alimentare si a sigurantei alimentelor a permis identificarea
zonelor de interferenta cu greenwashing-ul, in special prin utilizarea confuza sau deliberat ambigui a
unor termeni legati de sustenabilitate, calitate si impact ecologic. Aceastd suprapunere conceptuald
faciliteazd aparitia mesajelor comerciale inseldtoare si influenteazi perceptiile consumatorilor.

A fost realizat un studiu privind securitatea alimentard durabild in Republica Moldova, in
cadrul cdruia a fost analizatd legdtura dintre vulnerabilitdtile sistemului agroalimentar si riscurile
generate de greenwashing. Rezultatele indica faptul c&, in lipsa unor reglementiri adecvate si a unor
mecanisme consolidate de monitorizare, fenomenul poate afecta increderea consumatorilor si poate
genera distorsiuni in piaté.

In vederea diseminarii rezultatelor, au fost prezentate rapoarte la conferintele organizate de
ASEM si INCE, iar participarea la Congresul international de la Sapienza Universitd di Roma a
consolidat vizibilitatea proiectului la nivel international. De asemenea, a fost organizatd prima
sedintd a Journal Clubului de Economie Circulard, orientatd spre dezvoltarea unui cadru de discutii
academice In domeniu.

Ca rezultat aplicativ, a fost elaborat si publicat Ghidul informativ ,,Fenomenul de greenwashing
vs securitatea alimentard reald”, care sintetizeaza principalele constatdri si oferd recomandiri
orientate spre consumatori, producétori si institutii publice., au fost elaborate 3 articole stiintifice, s-a
participat la 4 evenimente internationale, inclusiv la expozitia International Exhibition of Innovation
and Technology Transfer - Excellent IDEA 2025, Chisindu, Republica Moldova, 11-12 septembrie
2025, unde rezultatele proiectului au fost apreciate cu medalia de aur.

Etapa 2025 a contribuit la consolidarea fundamentului teoretic si empiric privind interactiunea
dintre greenwashing si securitatea alimentard, la cresterea vizibilitatii stiintifice a proiectului si la
generarea de instrumente utilg pentru informare si sensibilizare.

Summary of the activities and results achieved within the project in 2025

Project Code: 25.80012.5107.10SE
Project Title: The Greenwashing Phenomenon in the Context of Food Security in the Republic of
Moldova: Best Practices and Alignment with the European Union

The main purpose of the 2025 stage is to substantiate the greenwashing phenomenon in the context
of sustainable food security.
Objectives of the 2025 stage (mandatory):

1. Development of the greenwashing concept through a review of the specialized literature.

2. Exploration of the concepts of food security and food safety in relation to greenwashing.
During the 2025 stage, project activities focused on the conceptual and applied analysis of the
greenwashing phenomenon in connection with food security and sustainable development in the
Republic of Moldova. The main results of this stage are as follows:

An extensive study was conducted on the definition, characteristics, and manifestations of
greenwashing, with particular emphasis on the agri-food sector. The research highlighted the
proliferation of misleading communication practices driven by the growing demand for sustainable
products, as well as the main structural factors that enable such practices.

The conceptual analysis of food security and food safety made it possible to identify areas of overlap
with greenwashing, especially through the confusing or deliberately ambiguous use of terms related
to sustainability, quality, and environmental impact. This conceptual overlap facilitates the
emergence of misleading commercial messages and influences consumer perceptions.

A study on sustainable food security in the Republic of Moldova was carried out, analyzing the link
between vulnerabilities in the agri-food system and risks generated by greenwashing. The findings
indicate that, in the absence of adequate regulations and strengthened monitoring mechanisms, the
phenomenon may undermine consumer trust and generate market distortions.

For dissemination purposes, reports were presented at conferences organized by ASEM and INCE,
and participation in the International Congress at Sapienza Universitd di Roma increased the
international visibility of the project. Additionally, the first meeting of the Circular Economy Journal
Club was organized, aimed at establishing an academic discussion framework in the field.

As an applied outcome, the informational guide “The Greenwashing Phenomenon vs. Real Food
Security” was developed and published, summarizing the main findings and offering
recommendations for consumers, producers, and public institutions. Three scientific articles were
produced, and participation took place in four international events, including the International
Exhibition of Innovation and Technology Transfer — Excellent IDEA 2025, Chisindu, Republic of
Moldova, 11-12 September 2025, where the project results were awarded a gold medal.

The 2025 stage contributed to strengthening the theoretical and empirical foundation regarding the
interaction between greenwashing and food security, increasing the scientific visibility of the project,
and generating useful tools for information and afvareness-raising.
