Rezumatul activitatii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect in anul 2025

Rezultatele obtinute n acest termen pot fi incadrate in urmatoarele tipuri de activitati:
1. Managementul proiectului s-a produs prin comunicare permanenta cu membrii din Republica
Moldova si Turcia. Au fost completate si prezentate toate actele de predare-primire pentru asigurarea
organizdrii evenimentelor stiintifice, a salarizdrii in termen, procurarea bunurilor sau serviciilor,
realizarea deplasarilor si a vizitelor de studiu peste hotarele tarii (Turcia), conform devizului de cheltuieli,
in parteneriat cu Departamentul General Management Financiar al USM. A fost asigurata calitatea in
cercetare, prin transmiterea spre publicarea unui articol in reviste indexate SCOPUS (in curs de aparitie),
publicarea materialelor conferintei stiintifice nationale in monografie colectivd, cu participarea
recenzentilor Tnalt calificati in domeniul migratiei.
2. Crearea chestionarului si design-ul de colectare a datelor privind motivatiile si tendintele de migratie
a tinerilor din Republica Moldova si Turcia. Acesta cuprinde 9 dimensiuni specifice: economic, social,
demografic, psihologic, educatie, mediu, religie, familie, securitate. Colectarea datelor este realizata pe
cel putin 500 de tineri cetateni moldoveni, 400 de participanti din Chisindu, Balti, Cahul (orase
universitare), Soroca si Cantemir (orase non-universitare) si 100 de participanti din statele UE si non-
UE.
3. Deplasare/vizita de studiu la Universitatea Tehnica Trabzon, Turcia, 28 octombrie — 1 noiembrie 2025.
Scopul: revizuirea detaliatd a sondajului privind tinerii din tara si din strainatate: variabile demografice,
structura multidimensionala (economica, ocupationala, educationald, sociologica, politicd, psihologica,
securitate, protectie, etc.). A fost stabilit mecanismul de realizare a traducerii (TR-EN-RO) si verificarii
scalarii Likert. Atelierul a inclus aprobarea etica si guvernanta datelor, pregdtirea limbajului
consimtamantului pentru sondaj, a planului de conformitate GDPR, a procedurilor de anonimizare si
gestionare a datelor.
4. Conferinta nationald cu participare internationald Emigrarea tinerilor din Republica Moldova si
Turcia: motivatii si tendinte, 11-13 noiembrie 2025, Institutul de Cercetari Juridice Politice si
Sociologice al USM, cu participarea cercetdtorilor stiintifici de la Universitatea Tehnica Karadeniz
(Trabzon, Turcia) Institutul de Cercetari Economice Costin Kiritescu al Academiei Romane (Bucuresti,
Romania), reprezentati ai USM si cercetatori stiintifici. Membrii proiectului EMIYA au prezentat
rapoarte in plen si comunicari stiintifice in ateliere cu referire la migratiune.
5. Conferinta stiintifico-practica internationala Mobilitate, munca si viata cotidiana din societatea
contemporand in contextul integrationist european, 17-18 noiembrie 2025, Institutul de Cercetare a
Calitatii Vietii al Academiei Romane, Bucuresti (Roméania), cu participarea doctorilor in stiinte politice,
sociologie, psihologie, economie, a cercetatorilor stiintifici si a publicului interesat in probleme de
migratiune, educatie, suport guvernamental, perspective ale cercetatorilor. Membrii proiectului EMIY A
au prezentat rapoarte in plen si comunicdri in ateliere cu referire la migratie.
6. Monografia Motivatii si tendinte de migratie a tinerilor din Republica Moldova si Turcia. Materialele
conferintei stiintifice nationale cu participare internationald Motivatii si tendinte de migratie a tinerilor
din Republica Moldova si Turcia. CEP USM: 2025 (in curs de aparitie).



The results achieved during 2025 can be classified into the following types of activities:

1. Project management was carried out through constant communication with members from the
Republic of Moldova and Turkey. All handover documents were completed and submitted to ensure the
organization of scientific events, timely payment of salaries, procurement of goods or services, travel
and study visits abroad (Turkey), in accordance with the cost estimate, in partnership with the General
Financial Management Department of USM. The quality of research was ensured by publishing an article
in SCOPUS-indexed journals (forthcoming) and publishing the materials of the national scientific
conference in a collective monograph, with the participation of highly qualified reviewers in the field of
migration.

2. Creation of a questionnaire and data collection design on the motivations and migration trends of
young people in the Republic of Moldova and Turkey. It covers nine specific dimensions: economic,
social, demographic, psychological, education, environment, religion, family, and security. Data
collection is carried out on at least 500 young Moldovan citizens, 400 participants from Chisinadu, Balti,
Cahul (university cities), Soroca and Cantemir (non-university cities) and 100 participants from EU and
non-EU countries.

3. Study trip/visit to Trabzon Technical University, Turkey, October 28—November 1, 2025. Purpose:
detailed review of the survey on young people in the country and abroad: demographic variables,
multidimensional structure (economic, occupational, educational, sociological, political, psychological,
security, protection, etc.). The mechanism for translation (TR—EN-RO) and verification of the Likert
scale was established. The workshop included ethical approval and data governance, preparation of the
consent language for the survey, the GDPR compliance plan, and data anonymization and management
procedures.

4. National conference with international participation Youth emigration from the Republic of Moldova
and Turkey: motivations and trends, November 11-13, 2025, Institute for Legal, Political, and
Sociological Research of the USM, with the participation of scientific researchers from Karadeniz
Technical University (Trabzon, Turkey) Costin Kiritescu Institute for Economic Research of the
Romanian Academy (Bucharest, Romania), representatives of USM and scientific researchers. EMIYA
project members presented reports in plenary sessions and scientific communications in workshops on
migration.

5. International scientific-practical conference Mobility, work, and everyday life in contemporary
society in the context of European integration, November 17-18, 2025, Institute for Quality of Life
Research of the Romanian Academy, with the participation of doctors in political science, sociology,
psychology, economics, scientific researchers, and the public interested in issues of migration, education,
government support, and researchers' perspectives. EMIY A project members presented reports in plenary
sessions and communications in workshops on migration.
