Rezumatul activititii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect in anul 2025

Denumirea Proiectului Istoria conceptuald si constructia discursivi a spatiilor, crizelor si
identititilor in Republica Moldova

Proiectul Istoria conceptuald si construcfia discursiva a spatiilor, crizelor si identitatilor in
Republica Moldova urmireste familiarizarea cadrelor universitare si a tinerilor cercetitori cu
metodologia istoriei conceptuale — un domeniu consolidat la nivel international, dar insuficient
explorat in spatiul academic moldovenesc. Prin analiza proceselor discursive care construiesc
identitati, spatii si orientiri geopolitice intr-o societate multietnica, proiectul raspunde necesitatii
stringente de modernizare a cercetirii umaniste, promovand o predare neideologizatd a istoriei,
dezvoltarea competentelor teoretico-metodologice si integrarea comunitdtii stiintifice nationale in
retele europene. Initiativa isi propune sa creeze, pe termen lung, premisele unor proiecte de cercetare
de amploare si ale unei cooperari academice durabile cu partenerii germani.

In 2025, activitatile proiectului s-au concentrat pe formarea metodologici a participantilor si
consolidarea unei baze comune de cunostinte. Evenimentul central al etapei [ a fost workshop-ul
international desfdsurat la Universitatea din Leipzig (5-6 mai), unde expertii germani Prof. Dr. Dr.
h.c. Klaus Bochmann si Dr. Falko Schmieder au prezentat fundamentele metodologiei lui Koselleck,
tehnici de lucru cu corpusuri de texte si exemple de analiza conceptuald aplicatd. Workshop-ul a
beneficiat de prezenta Ambasadorului Republicii Moldova in Germania, Excelenta Sa Aureliu
Ciocoi, si a reprezentantilor ambelor universitéti, subliniind relevanta proiectului pentru cooperarea
bilaterala. Comunicirile stiintifice sustinute de participanti si discutiile dinamice cu expertii germani
au confirmat interesul crescut pentru istoria conceptuald si potentialul sdu de aplicare in studierea
discursului public moldovenesc.

Programul vizitei a inclus intdlniri la institutii academice de prestigiu: GWZO Leipzig,
Universitatea Humboldt, Universitatea Viadrina si Centrul Leibniz ZZF Potsdam, unde participantii
au asistat la conferinte ale specialigtilor Riidiger Graf si Simon Specht. Aceste contacte au deschis
noi perspective de cooperare si au extins vizibilitatea internationala a cercetitorilor moldoveni.
Activitatile s-au incheiat cu o intrevedere la Ambasada Republicii Moldova la Berlin, unde au fost
discutate noi directii de dezvoltare a proiectului.

Procesul de formare a continuat la Chisindu, in cadrul sesiunilor stiintifice din septembrie si
octombrie, organizate la USM. Conferintele publice ale prof. Klaus Bochmann — inclusiv cea
dedicata lucrarii lui Michel Foucault Ordinea discursului — si seminarele tematice sustinute de dr.
Falko Schmieder au impulsionat analiza discursurilor identitare si geopolitice din Republica
Moldova dupad 1989. Activitatile au contribuit la definirea unui set de concepte-cheie care vor ghida
cercetdrile viitoare si la consolidarea unei platforme academice interdisciplinare cu participare
nationald si international3.

Un rezultat major al anului 2025 il constituie formarea unei comunititi academice transnationale
si aparitia unor noi directii de cercetare individuale si colective, care pot evolua in teze de doctorat,
articole si proiecte internationale. Proiectul a intirit capacitatea institutionald a USM in organizarea
de evenimente stiintifice, a sporit vizibilitatea acesteia in mediul european si a stimulat cultura
colaborarii academice. In ansamblu, activititile desfisurate in 2025 au generat un impuls
semnificativ pentru modernizarea cercetdrii umaniste din Republica Moldova si au creat o bazi
solida pentru extinderea cooperirii moldo-germane in etapele viitoare.
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Summary of Activities and Results Achieved in the Project in 2025

Project Title: Conceptual History and Discursive Construction of Spaces, Crises, and Identities
in the Republic of Moldova

The project Conceptual History and the Discursive Construction of Spaces, Crises, and
Identities in the Republic of Moldova aims to familiarize university faculty and researchers with the
methodology of conceptual history — a field well established internationally, yet still insufficiently
explored within the Moldovan academic landscape. By examining the discursive processes through
which identities, spaces, and geopolitical orientations are constructed in a multiethnic society, the
project addresses the pressing need to modernize the humanities, promoting a non-ideologized
approach to teaching history, strengthening theoretical and methodological competencies, and
integrating the national scholarly community into European academic networks. In the long term, the
initiative seeks to lay the foundations for large-scale research projects and sustainable academic
cooperation with German partners.

In 2025, the project’s activities focused on methodological training and the consolidation of a
shared body of knowledge. The central event of Phase I was the international workshop held at the
University of Leipzig (5-6 May), where German experts Prof. Dr. Dr. h.c. Klaus Bochmann and Dr.
Falko Schmieder presented the foundations of Koselleck’s methodology, techniques for working
with text corpora, and examples of applied conceptual analysis. The workshop was attended by His
Excellency Aureliu Ciocoi, Ambassador of the Republic of Moldova to Germany, as well as
representatives of both universities, underscoring the project’s importance for bilateral collaboration.
The scholarly presentations delivered by the participants, along with the dynamic discussions with
German experts, confirmed the growing interest in conceptual history and its potential for analyzing
public discourse in Moldova.

The study visit included meetings at prestigious academic institutions — GWZO Leipzig,
Humboldt University, Viadrina University, and the Leibniz Centre for Contemporary History (ZZF)
in Potsdam — where participants attended lectures by specialists Riidiger Graf and Simon Specht.
These engagements opened new avenues for cooperation and increased the international visibility of
Moldovan researchers. The visit concluded with discussions at the Embassy of the Republic of
Moldova in Berlin, where further development directions for the project were explored.

Training activities continued in Chisindu during the scientific sessions held in September and
October at Moldova State University. Public lectures by Prof. Klaus Bochmann — including one
devoted to Michel Foucault’s 7he Order of Discourse — and thematic seminars by Dr. Falko
Schmieder stimulated in-depth analysis of identity-related and geopolitical discourses in post-1989
Moldova. These activities contributed to the definition of a set of key concepts that will guide future
research and to the consolidation of an interdisciplinary academic platform with both national and
international participation.

One of the major achievements of 2025 is the formation of a transnational academic
community and the emergence of new individual and collaborative research directions, with potential
development into doctoral theses, scholarly articles, and international projects. The project has
strengthened MSU’s institutional capacity for organizing scientific events, enhanced its visibility in
the European academic space, and fostered a culture of scholarly collaboration. Overall, the activities
carried out in 2025 provided significant momentum for the modernization of humanities research in
the Republic of Moldova and laid a solid foundation for the expansion of Moldovan-German
cooperation in subsequent stages.
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
