REZUMAT iN LIMBA ROMANA PENTRU ANUL 2025

Proiectul ,,Razboiul undelor — Moldova Sovietica in programele Europei Libere” (cifrul
25.80012.0807.34SE) 1isi propune investigarea rolului pe care 1-au avut emisiunile Radio
Europa Liberd/Radio Libertatea in modelarea perceptiilor si comportamentelor societatii
sovietice moldovenesti in perioada Razboiului Rece, precum si mecanismele prin care regimul
sovietic a incercat sa contracareze influenta mass-mediei occidentale. Etapa anului 2025 a
urmarit trei directii majore: analizd istoriograficd, documentare arhivisticd in Republica
Moldova, Romania si SUA, respectiv diseminarea rezultatelor catre comunitatea stiintifica si
publicul larg.

In primele luni de implementare (august—decembrie 2025), echipa a desfisurat o ampli
activitate de cercetare in arhivele si bibliotecile din Chisindu si Bucuresti, selectdnd si
analizand peste 200 de documente din arhivele AOSPRM si Arhiva Nationald a Republicii
Moldova, aproximativ 50 de titluri din publicatiile stiintifice locale si peste 20 de articole de
presi sovietica dedicate combaterii RFE. In Romania au fost consultate fonduri esentiale ale
Arhivelor Nationale, CNSAS si ICCMER. Aceastd documentare extinsa a permis conturarea
unei perspective comparative asupra politicilor de propaganda si control ideologic din RSSM
si Romania.

Pe baza materialului acumulat, a fost elaborat un prim studiu stiintific privind istoriografia
problemei si a fost initiatd redactarea volumului ,,Ecouri dintre Prut si Nistru. Contributiile
lui Vladimir Socor la microfonul Europei Libere (1988-1991)”, pentru care aproximativ
50% dintre documentele de arhiva sunt deja pregatite pentru publicare. Lucrarea valorifica
documente inedite din Arhiva Hoover si evidentiaza rolul jurnalistului Vladimir Socor in
reflectarea transformarilor din RSSM 1n anii perestroikai.

Activitatea de diseminare a inclus cinci comunicéri stiintifice la conferinte internationale si
nationale, publicarea unui articol intr-o revistda SCOPUS si organizarea mesei rotunde ,,Rolul
mass media in confruntarea dintre URSS si Occident in perioada Rézboiului Rece” (9
decembrie 2025), eveniment care a reunit specialisti in istoria Razboiului Rece din Republica
Moldova.

Impactul proiectului 1n aceasta etapa se evidentiaza prin aportul substantial la cunoasterea
mecanismelor propagandei sovietice si a rezistentei informationale din RSSM, prin
consolidarea memoriei istorice si prin contributia la dezvoltarea culturii democratice.
Descoperirile proiectului demonstreaza modul in care Europa Liberd a reprezentat o sursa
credibild de informatie intr-un context de cenzurd, influentand formarea opiniilor si stimuland
gandirea criticd in spatiul sovietic moldovenesc.

Colaborarile nationale si internationale au avut un rol esential in accesarea surselor
documentare si in dezvoltarea retelei de cercetare.

Per ansamblu, etapa 2025 a proiectului s-a caracterizat printr-un progres substantial in
documentare, valorificarea surselor istorice si integrarea rezultatelor in circuitul academic,
punand bazele pentru activitati avansate Tn anul 2026.



REZUMAT iN LIMBA ENGLEZA PENTRU ANUL 2025

The project “The War of the Waves — Soviet Moldova in the Programs of Radio Free
Europe” (code 25.80012.0807.34SE) aims to investigate the role played by Radio Free
Europe/Radio Liberty broadcasts in shaping the perceptions and behaviors of Moldovan Soviet
society during the Cold War, as well as the mechanisms through which the Soviet regime
attempted to counter the influence of Western mass media. The 2025 stage focused on three
main directions: historiographical analysis, archival research in the Republic of Moldova,
Romania, and the USA, and dissemination of results to the scientific community and the wider
public.

In the first months of implementation (August—December 2025), the team carried out extensive
research in archives and libraries in Chisindu and Bucharest, selecting and analyzing over 200
documents from the AOSPRM and the National Archives of the Republic of Moldova,
approximately 50 scientific publications, and more than 20 Soviet press articles dedicated to
combating RFE. In Romania, essential collections from the National Archives, CNSAS, and
IICCMER were consulted. This extensive documentation enabled the development of a
comparative perspective on propaganda policies and ideological control in the Moldavian SSR
and Romania.

Based on the collected material, a first scientific study on the historiography of the topic was
completed, and the preparation of the volume “Echoes Between the Prut and the Dniester.
Vladimir Socor’s Contributions at the Microphone of Radio Free Europe (1988-1991)”
was initiated, with approximately 50% of the archival documents already prepared for
publication. The work uses previously unpublished materials from the Hoover Archive and
highlights journalist Vladimir Socor’s role in portraying the transformations in the Moldavian
SSR during the perestroika years.

Dissemination activities included five scientific presentations at national and international
conferences, the publication of an article in a SCOPUS-indexed journal, and the organization
of the roundtable “The Role of Mass Media in the Confrontation Between the USSR and
the West During the Cold War” (9 December 2025), which brought together specialists in
the history of the Cold War from the Republic of Moldova.

The project’s impact at this stage is reflected in its substantial contribution to understanding
Soviet propaganda mechanisms and informational resistance in the MSSR, strengthening
historical memory, and supporting the development of democratic culture. The project’s
findings demonstrate how Radio Free Europe served as a credible source of information in a
context of censorship, shaping public opinion and stimulating critical thinking within Soviet
Moldovan society.

National and international collaborations played a key role in accessing documentary sources
and in expanding the research network.

Overall, the 2025 stage of the project was marked by significant progress in documentation,
the valorization of historical sources, and the integration of results into the academic sphere,
laying the foundation for more advanced activities in 2026.
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
