Rezumatul activitatii §i a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect in anul 2025

Denumirea Proiectului Tmpactul reglementirilor privind siguranta alimentelor asupra
competitivititii producitorilor locali din Republica Moldova

Etapa 2025 a proiectului a avut ca scop principal evaluarea si imbuniatitirea cadrului de
reglementare privind siguranta alimentard in Republica Moldova, prin raportarea la standardele
internationale si prin analiza impactului acestor reglementiri asupra producitorilor locali.
Activitatea a vizat alinierea treptatd a legislatiei nationale la cerintele pietei unice europene i
consolidarea competitivitaii sectorului agroalimentar, cu accent pe producatorii locali de carne,
in special din sectorul porcin. Pentru atingerea acestui scop, obiectivele etapei au inclus: (1)
evaluarea reglementérilor si standardelor privind siguranta alimentelor din Republica Moldova;
(2) compararea cadrului normativ national cu standardele Uniunii Europene si Codex
Alimentarius; (3) investigarea perceptiilor si experientelor productorilor mici si mijlocii privind
aplicarea acestor reglementiri; si (4) identificarea principalelor dificultiti si beneficii economice
generate de procesul de conformare.

Activitafile realizate au fost structurate pe mai multe directii. In prima etapi, echipa de
cercetare a efectuat o analizd ampld a documentelor legislative relevante, identificAnd actele
normative aplicabile si gradul lor de actualizare. Au fost examinate peste 20 de legi si hotéirari de
guvern, printre care Legea nr. 306/2018 privind siguranta alimentelor. Legea nr. 221/2007 privind
activitatea sanitar-veterinard, Legea nr. 279/2017 privind informarea consumatorului si Legea nr.
50/2013 privind controalele oficiale. Analiza a inclus, de asemenea, reglementirile secundare
privind igiena produselor alimentare, controlul reziduurilor, certificarea sanitar-veterinard si
etichetarea cérnii. Constatérile au aritat ci o parte semnificativa a cadrului normativ national este
deja armonizatd cu reglementirile europene, in special in domeniile igienei alimentare si
trasabilitdii produselor de origine animald. Totusi, s-au identificat lacune in ceea ce priveste
auditul intern al operatorilor alimentari, procedurile de certificare si sanctionarea
neconformitatilor,

Pentru a evalua impactul real al reglementrilor asupra mediului economic, s-a desfisurat o
cercetare sociologicd bazatd pe un sondaj adresat producitorilor locali de came (bovine, porcine
si avicole). Esantionul, compus din 50 de intreprinderi reprezentative pentru toate regiunile tarii,
a inclus atdt ferme mici si mijlocii, cat §i procesatori. Sondajul a urmarit patru obiective: analiza
gradului de cunoastere i aplicare a reglementdrilor, identificarea dificultitilor de conformare,
evaluarea impactului asupra competitivitdtii si formularea de recomandiri de politici publice.
Colectarea datelor s-a realizat in perioada noiembrie 2025, prin vizite directe, chestionare online
si interviuri telefonice. Rezultatele sondajului aratdi ci 67% dintre respondenti considerd
reglementdrile privind siguranta alimentara necesare pentru protejarea consumatorilor si cresterca
calitéfii produselor, insé peste jumdtate le percep ca fiind excesiv de complexe sau greu de aplicat.
Printre principalele dificultdti identificate se numard costurile ridicate ale certificarii, lipsa
asistentei tehnice specializate, birocratia asociatd controalelor si frecventa modificérilor
legislative. Totusi, 90% dintre participanti au raportat beneficii concrete, precum imbunititirea
imaginii produselor, cresterea increderii consumatorilor si accesul la pietele externe.

In concluzie, etapa 2025 a proiectului a demonstrat ci Republica Moldova a realizat progrese
semnificative in armonizarea cadrului normativ privind siguranta alimentard cu standardele
europene, insd persistd provocdri legate de implementare, coordonare interinstitutionala si
sustenabilitatea financiard a conformarii. Rezultatele cercetdrii vor servi drept bazi pentru
elaborarea unui plan strategic de ajustare legislativa si pentru formularea unor politici publice care
sa susfind competitivitatea producétorilor locali, asigurénd totodati protectia sinatitii publice si
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consolidarea credibilitatii institutionale.
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The main objective of the 2025 phase of the project was to assess and improve the regulatory
framework for food safety in the Republic of Moldova, by reporting on international standards and
by analyzing the impact of these regulations on local producers. The activity aimed at gradually
aligning national legislation with the requirements of the European single market and
strengthening the competitiveness of the agri-food sector, with a focus on local meat producers,
especially in the pork sector. To achieve this goal, the objectives of the phase included: (1)
assessing food safety regulations and standards in the Republic of Moldova; (2) comparing the
national regulatory framework with the European Union and Codex Alimentarius standards; (3)
investigating the perceptions and experiences of small and medium-sized producers regarding the
application of these regulations; and (4) identifying the main difficulties and economic benefits
generated by the compliance process. The activities carried out were structured in several
directions. In the first phase, the research team conducted an extensive analysis of relevant
legislative documents, identifying the applicable regulatory acts and their degree of updating. Over
20 laws and government decisions were examined, including Law No. 306/2018 on food safety,
Law No. 221/2007 on sanitary-veterinary activity, Law No. 279/2017 on consumer information
and Law No. 50/2013 on official controls. The analysis also included secondary regulations on
food hygiene, residue control, sanitary-veterinary certification and meat labelling. The findings
showed that a significant part of the national regulatory framework is already harmonised with
European regulations, in particular in the areas of food hygiene and traceability of products of
animal origin. However, gaps were identified in terms of internal auditing of food operators,
certification procedures and sanctioning of non-compliance. To assess the real impact of
regulations on the economic environment, a sociological research was conducted based on a survey
addressed to local meat producers (cattle, pigs and poultry). The sample, composed of 50
enterprises representative of all regions of the country, included both small and medium-sized
farms and processors. The survey pursued four objectives: analyzing the level of knowledge and
application of regulations, identifying compliance difficultics, assessing the impact on
competitiveness and formulating public policy recommendations. Data collection was carried out
during November 2025, through direct visits, online questionnaires and telephone interviews. The
survey results show that 67% of respondents consider food safety regulations necessary to protect
consumers and increase product quality, but over half perceive them as excessively complex or
difficult to apply. Among the main difficulties identified are the high costs of certification. the lack
of specialized technical assistance, the bureaucracy associated with controls and the frequency of
legislative changes. However, 90% of participants reported tangible benefits, such as improved
product image, increased consumer confidence and access to foreign markets. In conclusion, the
2025 stage of the project demonstrated that the Republic of Moldova has made significant progress
in harmonizing the regulatory framework on food safety with European standards, but challenges
remain related to implementation, inter-institutional coordination and financial sustainability of
compliance. The research results will serve as a basis for developing a strategic plan for legislative
adjustment and for formulating public policies that support the competitiveness of local producers,
while ensurmg the protection of public health and strengthening institutional credibility.
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
