Rezumatul activititii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect in anul 2025

perioada Hoardei de Aur si a constituirii Téarii Moldovei (secolul XIV)”

Rezumat in limba romani pentru anul 2025

in anul 2025, proiectul dedicat cercetirii asezarilor rurale medievale din zona centrald a
Republicii Moldova a realizat o etapd complexd de documentare, analizd si cercetare de teren,
contribuind semnificativ la imbunatétirea cunostintelor privind istoria timpurie a spatiului rural
din secolul al XIV-lea. Activitdtile au urmdrit investigarea habitatului medieval aflat sub
influenta Hoardei de Aur si a proceselor care au stat la baza constituirii statului medieval
moldovenesc.

In prima parte a etapei au fost analizate documente istorice, rapoarte arheologice nepublicate
si repertorii vechi, inclusiv Repertoriul Arheologic din 1993. Verificarea acestor surse a
evidentiat discrepante importante privind localizarea si inregistrarea siturilor medievale, unele
fiind consemnate gresit sau neincluse in registrele oficiale. Aceastd activitate a permis
actualizarea si corectarea datelor existente.

Proiectul s-a desfasurat in stransd colaborare cu institutiile de profil din Republica Moldova
si Roménia, ceea ce a permis integrarea rezultatelor in contextul regional al cercetdrilor
medievale. Au fost organizate doud campanii de cercetari de teren in raioanele Ialoveni, Hancesti
si Anenii Noi, in cadrul cirora au fost investigate 23 de situri medievale. Activititile au inclus
prospectiuni perieghetice, actualizarea coordonatelor GIS, colectarea materialelor arheologice si
evaluarea stirii de conservare. Un rezultat deosebit de important 1l constituie descoperirea a cinci
situri medievale noi, care nu erau cunoscute anterior si care urmeaza sd fie incluse in Registrul
National al Monumentelor Arheologice.

Pentru fiecare sit cercetat a fost elaborata céte o fisd standardizatd, contindnd date istorice,
toponimice, GIS, imagini si descrieri ale materialului descoperit. Aceste fise vor forma un
repertoriu arheologic complet al regiunii, care va fi utilizat atat in cercetare, cat si in procesul de
protejare si valorificare a patrimoniului cultural.

Rezultatele obtinute in 2025 contribuie la completarea hirtii arheologice medievale a Republicii
Moldova, confirmé necesitatea protejérii siturilor vulnerabile si reprezintd un pas important in
directia promovarii si valorificdrii patrimoniului cultural national.
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Rezumat in limba englezi pentru anul 2025

In 2025, the project dedicated to the study of medieval rural settlements in the central region
of the Republic of Moldova achieved significant progress through comprehensive documentary
research, archival verification and two field campaigns. The project focused on understanding
rural habitation during the 14th century, a period marked by the influence of the Golden Horde
and the early formation of the medieval Moldavian state.

During the first stage, unpublished archaeological reports, historical maps and existing
archaeological inventories—including the 1993 Archaeological Repertory—were carefully
examined. This process revealed discrepancies concerning the classification and geographic
location of several medieval sites, some of which had been recorded inaccurately or omitted
entirely from official registers. The updated information now offers a more accurate picture of
the archaeological landscape.

The project was carried out in close collaboration with research institutions in the Republic
of Moldova and Romania, enabling the integration of results into a broader regional medieval
context. Two large-scale field campaigns were conducted in the districts of Ialoveni, Hincesti
and Anenii Noi, where 23 medieval sites were investigated. Activities included systematic field-
walking surveys, GIS coordinate updates, ceramic and artefact collection, and evaluation of
conservation conditions. A major achievement was the discovery of five previously unknown
medieval settlements, which will now be proposed for inclusion in the National Archaeological
Register.

For each investigated site, a standardized Site Record Form was produced, containing
historical data, toponymy, GIS information, photographs and descriptions of collected materials.
These records will form a comprehensive archaeological repertory of the region, serving both
scientific research and cultural heritage management.

The results obtained in 2025 significantly enhance the understanding of medieval rural
habitation in central Moldova, highlight the urgent need for the protection of vulnerable
archaeological sites and represent an important contribution to the preservation and promotion of
the country’s cultural heritage.
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
