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In anul 2025, activitatile desfasurate in cadrul proiectului au avut ca obiectiv principal consolidarea
cadrului metodologic privind masurarea inegalitatii si a saraciei, precum si analiza evolutiilor
empirice ale acestor fenomene pe baza celor mai recente date statistice disponibile pentru perioada
2019-2024.

O prima directie majora a vizat evaluarea sistemului actual de indicatori utilizati in Republica
Moldova pentru mdsurarea inegalitatii veniturilor. Au fost examinate componentele metodologice
ale coeficientului Gini, raportului interquintilic, indicatorilor de polarizare a consumului si
coeficientului Palma, fiind identificate atat punctele lor forte, alinierea la standardele europene si
posibilitatea analizei pe profiluri socio-demografice, cat si limitele, in special absenta indicatorilor
sensibili la distributiile extreme, precum Atkinson si Theil. Analiza comparativa a metodologiilor
nationale, contribuind la compatibilizarea sistemului moldovenesc cu practicile UE.

Studiile empirice asupra distributiei veniturilor au evidentiat o tendintd persistenta de crestere a
inegalitatii Tn 2019-2024, reflectatd prin majorarea coeficientului Gini si a raportului interquintilic,
precum si prin valorile ridicate ale coeficientului Palma, care semnaleazd diferente marcate intre
decila superioara si cele patru decile inferioare ale populatiei. Compararea cu statele membre ale
Uniunii Europene indica pozitionarea Republicii Moldova peste media UE, dar apropiata de unele
tari din Europa Centrala si de Est, precum Romania.

O alta directie importanta a cercetdrii a fost analiza sdraciei absolute si extreme, fundamentata pe
consumul gospodariilor ajustat prin scala de echivalentd OECD modificatd. Rezultatele au ardtat
scaderi ale puterii de cumparare si volatilitate pe piata muncii. Diferentele urban-rural au ramas
semnificative, gospodariile rurale fiind expuse unor riscuri structurale mai ridicate, generate de
venituri sezoniere, acces redus la servicii si costuri mai mari pentru consumul esential. Analiza
comparativa cu pragurile internationale ale Bancii Mondiale a evidentiat diferente in clasificarea
gospodariilor, confirmand caracterul complementar al abordarilor monetare nationale si
internationale.

Activitatile au inclus si examinarea cadrului metodologic international, identificarea bunelor
contextul Republicii Moldova. Tn acest sens, proiectul a contribuit la consolidarea capacitatii
institutionale de analizd prin recomandari privind diversificarea indicatorilor oficiali,
modernizarea instrumentelor statistice si extinderea analizei pe regiuni si categorii sociale
vulnerabile.

Rezultatele cercetarii au fost prezentate in cadrul Mesei Rotunde organizate de echipa proiectului
din INCE ASEM, in cadrul unor conferinte stiintifice internationale si in presa nationala, sporind
vizibilitatea tematicii si relevanta sa pentru politicile publice. Activitatile desfasurate pe parcursul
anului 2025 au oferit un suport metodologic si empiric solid pentru formularea unor masuri
eficiente de reducere a inegalitatii si sdraciei, contribuind la alinierea analizei nationale la
standardele statistice europene.



Tn anul 2025, in cadrul proiectului au fost realizate in total patru publicatii stiintifice, dintre care
doud articole in materiale ale conferintelor internationale, o tezd prezentatd la o conferinta
internationald din Republica Moldova si un poster expus in cadrul unei expozitii stiintifice.
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During 2025, the activities implemented within the project aimed primarily at strengthening the
methodological framework for measuring inequality and poverty, as well as analyzing the
empirical developments of these phenomena based on the latest statistical data available for the
period 2019-2024. A first major direction focused on assessing the current system of indicators
used in the Republic of Moldova to measure income inequality. The methodological components
of the Gini coefficient, the inter-quintile ratio, consumption polarization indicators and the Palma
ratio were examined, identifying both their strengths, alignment with European standards and the
possibility of analysing socio-demographic profiles, and their limitations, particularly the absence
of indicators sensitive to extreme distributions, such as Atkinson and Theil. The comparative
analysis of European methodologies allowed for the evaluation of the feasibility of integrating
additional indicators into national statistics, contributing to the harmonisation of the Moldovan
system with EU practices.

Empirical studies on income distribution revealed a persistent upward trend in inequality during
2019-2024, reflected in the increase of both the Gini coefficient and the inter-quintile ratio, as well
as in the high values of the Palma ratio, which signal marked differences between the top decile
and the bottom four deciles of the population. Comparisons with EU Member States indicate that
the Republic of Moldova positions itself above the EU average, but close to certain Central and
Eastern European countries, such as Romania.

Another important research direction was the analysis of absolute and extreme poverty, based on
household consumption adjusted using the modified OECD equivalence scale. The results showed
increases in the level, depth and severity of poverty in years marked by inflationary shocks,
declines in purchasing power and labour market volatility. Urban—rural disparities remained
significant, with rural households exposed to higher structural risks driven by seasonal incomes,
limited access to services and higher costs for essential consumption. The comparative analysis
with the World Bank’s international poverty thresholds highlighted differences in household
classification, confirming the complementary nature of national and international monetary
approaches.

The activities also involved examining the international methodological framework, identifying
good practices in monitoring inequality and poverty, and assessing the potential for transferring
these practices to the context of the Republic of Moldova. In this regard, the project contributed to
strengthening institutional analytical capacity by providing recommendations on diversifying
official indicators, modernising statistical instruments and expanding analyses across regions and
vulnerable social categories.

The research results were presented at the Round Table organized by the INCE ASEM project
team, at various international scientific conferences, and in the national press, thereby increasing
the visibility of the topic and its relevance for public policy. The activities carried out during 2025
provided a solid methodological and empirical basis for formulating effective measures to reduce
inequality and poverty, contributing to the alignment of national analyses with European statistical
standards.



In 2025, a total of four scientific publications were produced within the project, including two
articles in the proceedings of international conferences, one paper presented at an international
conference held in the Republic of Moldova, and one poster exhibited at a scientific expo.
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
